We will learn about the history of the instrument and peek into the composers’ 

lives and their work, find out what and who have inspired some of the most 

beautiful pieces in the keyboard repertoire. 

We will have fun learning and performing together, in a friendly atmosphere, in 

classes led by some of the most experienced and imaginative piano teachers 

Bromley provides. 

We will have fun technical and musical awareness games. 

We will prepare for concerts and exams and parties where we can show our 

improved performance skills and masterful interpretations of piano pieces.
